Emeriti in Action: Books, Books, Books 

Lorna Smith Benjamin, Psychology, is the author of Interpersonal Reconstructive Therapy for Anger, 
Anxiety, and Depression: It's About Broken Hearts, Not Broken Brains, published by the American 
Psychological Association in 2018. She is presently signing contracts for her next tour of Europe. As Dr. 
Benjamin tells us, “everybody wants to hear more about how to work with ‘treatment resistant’ 
psychiatric patients.” She continues her one-day a week contract at the U of U Neuropsychiatric 
Institute.
